1.  Eligibility for MFH.  Civilian employees of the U.S. Forces (Article I of the Status of Forces Agreement), in the grade of GS-7 or higher, other government employees and American Red Cross personnel of equivalent grade or higher are eligible for assignment to MFH.  Only those employees authorized Living Quarters Allowance and granted a transportation agreement shall be authorized to apply for and occupy MFH.

2.  Bedroom Entitlement.  Bedroom entitlements are based on one child per bedroom.

3.  Waiting List
    a.  Waiting lists will be maintained for each grade category and for each bedroom entitlement, to include the following 24 lists:  Junior Enlisted two bedroom; Main Base Junior Enlisted two bedroom; Junior Enlisted three bedroom; Main Base Junior Enlisted three bedroom; Enlisted four bedroom; Main Base Enlisted four bedroom; Senior Enlisted three bedroom; Main Base Senior Enlisted three bedroom; Company Grade Officer/Junior Officer two bedroom; Main Base Company Grade Officer/Junior Officer two bedroom; Company Grade Officer/Junior Officer three bedroom; Main Base Company Grade Officer/Junior Officer three bedroom; Field Grade Officer three bedroom; Main Base Field Grade Officer three bedroom; Officer four bedroom; Main Base Officer four bedroom; Senior Officer; Company Grade Civilian/Junior Civilian two bedroom; Main Base Company Grade Civilian/Junior Civilian two bedroom; Company Grade Civilian/Junior Civilian three bedroom; Field Grade Civilian three bedroom; Main Base Field Grade Civilian three bedroom; Civilian four bedroom; Main Base Civilian four bedroom.

    b.  CWOs with only one or two bona fide family members will be given the choice of whether to be placed on the two bedroom or three bedroom waiting list.  If a request is made to change from one list to another within 30 days of being placed on the waiting list, the control date will not change.  If after 30 days, the control date will be the date the request is made.

4.  Assignment Policy.  In order to give some choice in MFH type/style and location, the following guidelines will be used:  Sponsors will be offered units based on his/her pay grade category and bedroom entitlement. 

The first offer of MFH will be made without regard to location or type/style of housing unit available.  Deferments are generally not authorized prior to the first offer of MFH.  If the sponsor turns down the first MFH offer, the sponsor may sign a "Preference Sheet" requesting a desired location or type of MFH.  If sponsor is drawing TLA/TQSA and declines the first MFH offer, their allowance will be forfeited in 30 days or the available date of the unit offered, whichever is later.  Sponsor may defer once (not to exceed one year in length) while awaiting an offer of their preferred MFH.  Preferences may not be changed once selection is made without cancellation of application and re-application.  Applicants will be taken off of the waiting list upon declination of the second offer of MFH.  Should the applicant re-apply the MFH control date will be the date of re-application.


a.  Dogs are only authorized in first floor (downstairs) townhouses.

5.  Use of MFH for Private Enterprise.  Request to use MFH for private enterprise must be made per reference (a).  Applications and instructions are available at the Housing Welcome Center and the Office of the Staff Judge Advocate.
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
