1.
Assignment.  The sponsor will have a choice of either or both Atsugi or Kamiseya MFH areas.  A maximum of 30 days from the date of arrival in Japan will be allowed to finalize the sponsor's request.  Requests after that date will be the date of application change.

2.
Waiting List.  In order to give some choice in MFH type/style and location, the following guidelines will be used:  Sponsors will be offered units based on his/her pay grade category and bedroom entitlement. 

The first offer of MFH will be made without regard to location or type/style of housing unit available.  Deferments are generally not authorized prior to the first offer of MFH.  If the sponsor turns down the first offer, the sponsor may sign a "Preference Sheet" requesting a desired location or type/style of MFH.  If sponsor is drawing TLA/TQSA and declines the first MFH offer, their allowance will be forfeited 30 days from the date of declination or the available date of the unit offered, whichever is later.  Sponsor may defer once (not to exceed one year in length) while awaiting an offer of their preferred MFH.  Preferences may not be changed once selection is made without cancellation of application and re-application.  Applicants will be removed from the waiting list upon declination of the second offer of MFH.  Should the applicant re-apply the MFH control date will be the date of re-application.

3.  Basic Type of MFH.  There are four basic types of MFH:

Atsugi:



(1) High-rise (2 & 3 bedroom) (E1 through E7)



(2) Townhouses (3 & 4 bedroom) 3000, 900 series townhouses (E1 through O5)



(3) Single/duplex dwellings (2, 3 & 4 bedrooms), 295 through 309 series (O4 through O5)



(4) Garden apartment (2 bedroom) (E1 through E6 and WO1 through O3)


b.
Kamiseya:  Townhouses and duplex dwellings (1, 2, 3 & 4 bedrooms)(E1 through O5)
